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Those people who have no relevant convictions, cautions or information that suggests they
present a risk to children or vulnerable adults, will be cleared to work and deemed
“subject to monitoring”.

The ISA scheme will continuously monitor those people who are registered to ensure that
any relevant change to their status is identified and if applicable, their clearance to work
with children or vulnerable adults will be revoked.

Those who are not deemed suitable to work with children or vulnerable adults will
